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Frequently asked Questions

Who is eligible to play?

Players wanting to play must complete the required screening application / registration with all

information. Coaches reserve right to exclude a player from the selection  process if he feels player is
not prepared physically or lacks ability to play at this level. This saves disappointment to player and
families cost .

Can a player “play up”
Players must try -out and play within  their own birth year, there are no “play ups”. Mite (99) team may
have up to 3 players  that are a 2000 birth year as no minor team exists.

How do you select your teams?

Evaluations, Selection and Supplemental tryout — Selection Process will vary with age groups.
Coaches may elect to sign a playe r at anytime, if  he feel s player can benefitthe team. Supplemental
tryout date s will be as needed and TBD

Coaches will do one of the following in regards to selecting a player:

a) Offer a player a spot on our team by utilizing base knowledge and experience of that player . We
expect both a written and financial commitment. These players will still have to pay and attend tryout

process.

b) Let a player know that we are intereste d and we would like to see him or her at tryouts process.

c) Let player know if they are listed as an alternate for team. Alternates can practice with team but

may only compete if needed.

How many tournaments do you go to?

The number of tournaments an age group goes to var ies. Mo st teams will go to (2) tourna ments
Showdown in Motown, Detroit April 2008 and The OTTF Spring Classic , Toronto May 08 . Some age
groups will do more depending on the schedule and interest level.

How many players do you bring to each tournament and what about alternates?

Team composition should be 9 fwds, 5 def, 2 goalies , however, a goalie or player won't be added to
team so we reach this number. Ability has to be adequate for level and team and tournament.
Alternates are welcome to train and practic e with team however will not go to a tournament unless
need arises.

How do you manage playing time?

We feel that every player we invite is a good one and deserves to play. For the most part we "roll the

lines" and try to give each player an fair amount of ice time. H  owever, the coach  has the latitude to
"shorten" the bench and pl ay those he feels gives the t eam the best chance to win.

How do we get to tournaments and book hotel rooms?

Families are on their own to get to and from tournaments. Players are expected to be at the
tournament site/city the night before games begin. Famil ies are required to contact team
representative to inform them as to delays and arrivals.

Where will practices be and am I required to make all of them?
Local practices will be held at Incredible Ice in Coral Springs, Florida. Practices will be held over a
week end unless agreed upon by team members and coaches . All players are required to attend



practices unless previously approved by coach or director. Players missing more than (1) session
without reasonable reason could be removed from roster or may not attend upcoming event.
Attendance is required unless family or player has emergency situation

Who Directs this program?
Program was established as a “development” program by Kameron Brothers and Jeff Grier.
Management and Directorship will be a shared responsibility.

What is Spring Hockey and how will affect Traditional Winter Hockey at our facility
The South Florida Cats although comprised of JR Panther coaches are not the Florida JR. Panthers.
This program is offered to give local area players who can compete at the Tier 1 level a chance to play
and compete together. Current Florida JR. Panther and other travel players not able to compete at the
Tier 1 level may choose to pursue another option for spring hockey.

If players are selected to the South Florida Cats Spring Team will they automatically be on a
Fall Florida JR. Panthers Team?
